A.  Background

1. Recognizing the importance of IFAP National Committees, the Intergovernmental Council for the Information for All Programme, at its fourth session (March 2006), requested the Secretariat and the Bureau to develop plans, strategies and guidelines for IFAP National Committees in order to foster the creation of new IFAP National Committees, strengthen existing ones and reinforce the coordination among IFAP National Committees, the Bureau and the Council.
2. The Bureau then agreed to focus the activities of the National Committees on three items at national level:

· Effectively disseminating IFAP ideas and concepts;
· Promoting international standards instruments and charters; and
· Supporting the implementation of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS) outcomes.

3. This document presents the actitivies undertaken by the Secretariat over the last six months, subsequent to the 11th meeting of the Bureau (September 2006), and provides an update on the current situation of the IFAP National Committees.

B.  Creating new Committees

4. Following the actions undertaken by the Secretariat in decentralizing funds from Regular Budget to field offices and establishing guidelines for its use in order to strengthen national and regional frameworks for IFAP, three countries (Ghana, Croatia and Nigeria) created their IFAP National Committees in 2006-2007.
5. In June 2006, the Government of Croatia established a National Council for the Information Society which also serves as the Croatian National Committee for IFAP. The purpose of the Council is to provide a platform for international policy discussions and guidelines for development of the information society in Croatia. It is a government advisory body that provides council on proposals of strategic and policy documents, laws and projects related to information society, initiates and coordinates activities of various stakeholders. The Committee has 14 members who represent government, civil society, academic community and business sector. Administrative support for the Committee is provided by the Central State Administrative Office for e-Croatia. The Office is a central government body responsible for coordination, implementation and monitoring of the e-Croatia 2007 Programme, the national framework for information policy. The Head of the Office is the Chair of the Croatian National Committee for IFAP.

6. In December 2006, the Government of Ghana established a National Committee for IFAP which comprises nine members, representatives of the following institutions:

· Public Records and Archives Adminitration Department (PRAAD)
· Ghana Museums and Monuments Board
· Council for Scientific and Industrial Research, Institute for Scientific and
· Technological Information (CSIR-INSTI)

· Department of Information Studies of the University of Ghana
· Ministry of Communications
· Ghana Library Board
· Copyright Office
· Ministry of Education, Science and Sports
· Ghana National Commission for UNESCO
The Ghana National Committee for IFAP will have the responsibility for overall management and monitoring of the Programme and its activities in Ghana. It reported to work in close collaboration with the Ghana National Commission for UNESCO, the UNESCO Cluster Office in Accra and the UNESCO Headquarters, meet at least twice a year and report annualy to the UNESCO Secretariat on its activities. The work plan foresees to develop a project and discuss how to make an impact on civil society, raise public awareness and feature articles in the media (April-May 2007), to discuss UNESCO’s Draft Programme and Budget for 2008-2009 (June-July 2007) and to visit one of IFAP’s projects in Ghana (August 2007). The Committee is chaired by Ms Christine Kisiedu, Associate professor at the Department of Information Studies of the University of Ghana.

7. In March 2007, the Government of Nigeria also established a National Committee for IFAP which comprises representatives of the following institutions:

· National Library of Nigeria
· National Information Technology Development Agency (NITDA)
· African Regional Centre for Information Science (ARCIS)
· Nigerian National Commission for UNESCO
· Ministry of Information and Communications;
· National Archives;
· Senate Committee on Information 
· House Committee on Information
· National Communication Commission 
· GLOBACOM, a telecom operator
· Nigerian Library Association
The Nigerian Committee reported to focus on advocacy, capacity-building and project implementation to achieve the IFAP objectives, and to play the pivotal role in promoting the work of IFAP in Nigeria. It will meet every month. 
8. Since 2006, the Secretariat of the Russian IFAP Committee has been transferred to the Information Society Development Foundation, a non-commercial organization to which the Government of the Russian Federation has granted the right to perform this function and participate in the work of the Russian IFAP Committee. While the former Russian contact, Eugene Altovsky, is still actively involved in IFAP activities, shares regularly information with the Secretariat and maintains the Russian IFAP website at www.ifap.ru, the Russian National Commission for UNESCO informed the Secretariat of the newly established web site for IFAP at www.ifapcom.ru.
9. The Korean National Commission for UNESCO is considering the establishment of a new IFAP Committee and convened a preparatory meeting with institutions in charge of international cooperation in March 2007. As one of the main outcomes of the discussion, participants expressed their wish to obtain more information on the current activities undertaken by other National Committees in order to activate their own. They recommended, along with the guidelines, the establishement of a platform to share good practices or examples of activities of the existing Committees.
10. As for the content of the “good practices”, common questions raised by national focal points when creating a new Committee include the following:

· How do National Committees function financially? Where do they get financial contributions?

· How do National Committees promote IFAP values in the field? How do they translate the broad objectives of the Programme into concrete implementable activities at national level?
C.  Enhancing the network of existing National Committees
11. In supporting the establishment and growth of IFAP National Committees, the Secretariat provided the existing IFAP Committees with online communication tools.

12. A mailing list for the 28 National Committees with verifiable email addresses was established (ifap-natcom@communities.unesco.org). This mailing list is frequently used to send announcements and share new publications.
13. The National Committees were provided with access to the IFAP online collaborative space (http://sharepoint.unesco-ci.org/sites/ifap) and invited to update their profiles. The Russian Committee actively uses the space on regular basis to post announcements on IFAP related conferences and events in Russia.
14. The following items were added to the online community: 
· A list of profiles of IFAP National Committees with their up to date contacts and photos; and
· A discussion forum with common questions raised when creating new IFAP National Committees.

Annex 2 – Documents from the Ghana National Committee for IFAP
TERMS OF REFERENCE

Name

The committee, which shall be known as the Ghana National Committee on IFAP, shall operate within the framework and objectives specified in the IFAP guidelines.

Role

The Ghana committee on IFAP shall have the responsibility for overall management and monitoring of IFAP programmes and activities in Ghana and shall:

I. promote international reflection and debate on ethical, legal and societal challenges of the information society;

II. promote and widen access to information in the public domain through the organization, digitization and preservation of information;

III. support the production of local content and foster the availability of indigenous knowledge through basic literacy and ICT training;

IV. promote the use of international standards and best practices in communication, information and informatics in UNESCO’s fields of competence; and

V. promote information and knowledge networking at local, national international levels

VI. work in close cooperation with governmental, non-governmental and other civil society organizations in Ghana in the management and monitoring of IFAP programmes

VII. work in close collaboration with the Ghana National Commission for UNESCO, the UNESCO Cluster Office and the UNESCO Headquarters.

Membership

The IFAP-Ghana National committee shall have 9 members and shall co-opt other members when necessary. Membership shall be drawn from the relevant governmental, non-governmental and civil society organizations in Ghana.  Members will be nominated by their organizations based on their knowledge of the field and on their ability to contribute to the achievement of the programme’s objectives.
